The National Service Scheme (NSS) is an Indian government-sponsored public
service program conducted by the Department of Youth Affairs and Sports of
the Government of India. Popularly known as NSS, the scheme was launched
in Gandhiji's Centenary year, 1969. Aimed at developing student's personality through
community service, NSS is a voluntary association of young people in Colleges, Universities
and at +2 level working for a campus-community linkage.

In May 1969, a conference of student representatives (of universities and institutions
of higher education) convened by the Ministry of Education and the University Grants
Commission also unanimously agreed that a national-service scheme could be an instrument
for national integration. The details were soon worked out and the Planning Commission
sanctioned an outlay of 5 crores for the NSS during the Fourth Five-Year Plan, stipulating
that the N'SS be a pilot project in select institutions and universities. On 24 September 1969,
the then Union Education Minister V.K.R.V. Rao launched the NSS at 37 universities in all
states. The scheme has been extended to all states and universities in the country, and also +2

level institutes in many states.

The programme aims to inculcate social welfare in students, and to provide service to
society without bias. NSS volunteers work to ensure that everyone who is needy gets help to
enhance their standard of living and lead a life of dignity. In doing so, volunteers learn from
people in villages how to lead 2 good life despite a scarcity of resources. it also provides help
in natural and man-made disasters by providing food, clothing and first aid to the disaster

victims.
